A scholarship committee from   
the Rotary Club will judge the applications, interview the finalists, and announce the recipients  
on May 13, 2011. We would like to invite the recipient, parents, and school representative to 
be honored at our Rotary Scholarship Assembly on May 19 & May 26, 2011. 
 
Children of members of the Vacaville Noon Rotary Club are only eligible for scholarships with  
two years of service in Interact Club and not eligible for the President’s Scholarship. 
 
The amount of the scholarship will be as follows: 
 

$3,000.00 President’s Scholarship 
$1,000.00 Leadership Scholarship 
$   500.00 Student Athletic Scholarship* 
 

REQUIREMENTS: 
 

1. Graduating senior with a GPA no lower than 3.5 who will be attending a four-year accredited 
university.  

2. Letters of recommendation from two schoolteachers or administrators. 
3. Letters of recommendation from two members of the community (cannot be a relative). 
4. A one page typed letter from the applicant on why he or she is deserving of this scholarship. 
5. Copy of school transcript. 
6. List of all extra curricular activities. 
7. Photograph of all applicants. 
8. *If applicable for Student Athlete Award, student must have lettered in a varsity sport.
